AAOMS EXHIBITOR SHOWCASE REGULATIONS, TERMS AND CONDITIONS

For the purposes of this agreement, ,exhibitor® is defined as the exhibi

1. The 91% Annual Meeting Exhibitor Showcase Sessions will be held on Wednesday, October 14 from 4:00 pm to 5:30 pm (time subject to change) at the Metro
Toronto Convention Centre, Toronto, Ontario, Canada.

2. Only current Annual Meeting exhibitors are eligible to submit an Exhibitor Showcase Contract and Application for consideration.

3. Exhibitors must provide AAOMS with a copy of the program outline/summary, session title and presenter names and credentials along with the completed
Exhibitor Showcase Contract and Application by February 13, 2009. Applications received after the deadline will not be considered. This is for review and
publication purposes. Hands On courses will not be permitted.

4. The showcase sessions are not eligible for CME, CEU or CDE under the ACCME guidelines. Showcase sessions are not a part of the scientific program of the
AAOMS Annual Meeting and cannot be represented as such in exhibitor promotional material.

5. Exhibitors will be awarded a showcase session based on program content, applicability to the specialty, and your level of Corporate Support. The Exhibitor
Relations Committee will review submitted program outlines and participating exhibitors will be notified of their acceptance to host a Showcase Session.

6. Since meeting room capacities vary, exhibitors will be assigned meeting space at the Metro Toronto Convention Centre by AAOMS staff. Notification of room
number will be sent by mid May.

AAOMS will also have a
registration category for the Annual Meeting attendee to select their interest for your particular Exhibitor Showcase. This list will be available approximately 4-6
weeks prior to the meeting.
